Medical Services

I am responsible for my own medical needs, including over-the-counter or prescription medications. I agree that if I suffer illness or injury, the SRCM management can, at my expense, arrange medical treatment, including arrangements for emergency medical transportation and services, as deemed essential for my safety. SRCM is authorized to share my personal medical information with the emergency medical services. 

Assumption Of Risk And Release

I assume all risk of damage, injury, theft, loss of property or other loss that may occur to me during my residency. I also assume all risks associated with walking in the rural setting in which the residency takes place. I am aware that this residency has, in addition of the usual inherent dangers and risks, certain additional dangers and risks, some of which include: weather conditions subject to sudden and unexpected change, wildlife dangers, shared facilities, outdoor activities, general Ashram activities, etc. I hereby agree that I will not make a claim against SRCM, nor its officers, directors, agents or volunteers, for injury or damage resulting from acts, howsoever caused, as a result of my participation in this residency. 

I release SRCM, the owners of the Ashram, and any of the organization’s officers, directors, caretakers, prefects, employees, members, agents, contractors or volunteers from liability and responsibility for any injury, property damage or loss of any kind I may incur while at the Ashram, and I shall hold SRCM harmless and agree to indemnify SRCM from any and all liabilities.

Knowing And Voluntary Execution

By signing this form, I also agree that the venue for any claim brought by resident against SRCM, or any of the organization’s officers, directors, employees, members, agents, contractors or volunteers shall be Pike County, GA and that Georgia law shall apply in all such matters.

Policies of Ashram Occupancy

Molena Ashram

The following policies are meant to make a Guest’s stay at Molena Ashram a safe one. They are also to help maintain the beauty and purity of this special space, and respect for the surrounding neighborhood. These policies are to be strictly adhered to by everyone at the Ashram.

1. Guests are asked to bring their own bed linens and towels if at all possible, as laundry facilities are limited.

2. Guests should take adequate precautions against insects including mosquitos and chiggers by bringing repellants. Guests must be alert to the possible presence of scorpions and snakes when walking on the grounds.

3. Shoes and full-length pants should be worn when walking, to protect against insect bites, etc. Guests should walk on established trails and walkways only.

4. Approaching or feeding any animal, domestic or wild, on the Ashram grounds is strictly forbidden. 

5. Parking is permitted only in designated areas. Fire code restrictions prohibit parking in driveways where emergency vehicles would need passageway.

6. Water must be used sparingly and not wasted. For example, do not let the water run continuously while brushing teeth. Guests might also consider taking a traditional shower with a bucket and a pouring cup.

7. Guests driving to and from the Ashram should not speed on the area roads. The peace and privacy of neighbors living near the Ashram must be respected.

8. Guests are requested and encouraged to maintain an attitude of love, Remembrance and brotherhood when at the Ashram, to preserve the spiritual atmosphere that has been created there.

9. Modest and appropriate clothing must be worn at all times.  

10. Guests are responsible for cleaning up after themselves and for respecting the privacy and property of their fellow guests at all times.

11. Guests are requested to be minimal with the personal belongings they bring to the Ashram, including luggage and pictures of any kind.

12. No additions such as plants, art or other objects may be made to the Ashram or its grounds without permission of the Ashram Management Committee.

13. Smoking, the consumption of alcohol or non-vegetarian food, and the use of any form of drug that is not prescribed by a licensed physician are strictly forbidden and will result in automatic and immediate expulsion from the Ashram. 

14. Guests must refrain from operating equipment or tools approved for use only by qualified persons. These include the Bobcat, the golf cart, the chain saw, the big lawn mower, the thermostat, the water system, the telephone system, and the heating system.  

15. Guests should base daily activities on Sahaj Marg philosophy.

The following Rules were given by Rev. Master at the completion of Molena Ashram. They must be adhered to by all Ashram guests. Failure to adhere to the Rules will result in automatic and immediate expulsion from the Ashram.  

1. Possession of alcoholic beverages, tobacco and drugs in any form is TOTALLY prohibited. 

2. Possession of lethal weapons is banned within the ashram campus. 

3. Abhyasi visitors must have the prior permission of the management if any overnight stay on the premises is involved. Visitors who are not practicing Sahaj Marg meditation are not permitted to stay overnight.  

4. No pets or other animals should be brought into the Ashram campus. 

5. Non-vegetarian food being cooked or consumed within the Ashram campus is prohibited, appreciating that such foods are inimical to spiritual progress.

6. It is suggested that the practice of celibacy while residing at the Ashram will be of great help in promoting spiritual progress.
